Millage Extension on the ballot May"™

RP Kids: Worth What It Takes! That is the theme for the upcoming millage extension election. The Reeths
Puffer Board of Education voted to place the extension on the May 5 ballot following a nine month evaluation
process. A committee of residents, indilng a few band parents, school administrators, and board members
evaluated the districts facilities, needs, and desires in an effort to determine what was essential to complete.

Their efforts identified $65,000,000 in improvements during this proc&sss list was prioritized and the top
identified areas come to $23,000,000. The proposal is asking the voters of the district to approve a seven ye
extension of the current millage rate of 8.37%. The improvements include improved building security,
technology upgrades, roof repairs and replacements, carpet and tile replacement where necessary, furniture
replacement and some additions, and replacing the natural fields in both the football and soccer stadiums
with synthetic turf.

Because we have neverkasl for an extension before the table at the bottom of this article was developed to
help explain what is being asked of the voters. This table shows the current bond structure with the
percentage beginning to decrease in 262122 and ending 2028027. The extension we are asking for will
extend the current percentage of 8.37% beginning in 20Q22 and ending in 2023029.

Sue and | are members of the steering committee organized to get the YES vote out and pass this initiative.
We believe this is ithe best interest of our kids and for the district. We recognize that financial times are
difficult, but believe this is the best way to maintain our facilities and keep our district in the position of being
a place we want to send our children.

The deails of this extension request are being presented at several locations and events between now and
the election. Our band parents meeting on March 6 will include a presentation on this very important issue.
Please make every effort to attend this meeatiand hear the facts about the millage and how it will have a
positive impact on Reeths Puffer Schools, the Reeths Puffer Band Program, and most importantly on your
children.
